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I challenge you to stand on God’s promises found in His Word. There are approximately 8,810 promises in the entire Bible, 7,706 in the Old Testament, and 1,104 in the New Testament. Peter calls God’s great and precious promises: that by these ye might be partakers of the divine nature, having escaped the corruption that is in the world through lust. We must live by revelation, the promises of God’s written Word.  Let’s ponder how to stand on a promise from God:

I. What a Promise Is
A promise is someone’s word of certainty that he or she will act on what they told you they would do. A promise from God is something He has gone on record that He will do. Every promise of God assures us of hope that
God will act,
God will do something,
and God will be involved.

II. A Promise Is Only as Good as the One Making the Promise
People can make promises all day long, but the promise is only as good as the person making it. Even the devil makes promises, but of course, he never keeps them. But when God makes a promise, you can trust Him, you can believe what He says. You are dealing with a God Who cannot lie. So when God makes a promise, you can know that behind it is the all-knowing, (Omniscient)all-powerful, (Omnipotent), all-present (Omnipresent) God. He always remembers what He said He would do.
Romans 4:20-21
He staggered not at the promise of God through unbelief; but was strong in faith, giving glory to God; 21  And being fully persuaded that, what he had promised, he was able also to perform.

III. God’s Promises are Found in God’s Word
God’s promises are written down. They aren’t found in some emotional experience or subjective words from someone who says, “God told me to tell you…” His promises are not hidden. The Bible is a promise book. When God makes a promise, it will always be consistent with His written Word, the Bible.

IV. Search the Scriptures for a Promise that Relates to Your Specific Need
God has a promise for whatever it is you are facing. His Word is more significant than today’s news. Your circumstances will change, yet God’s Word never changes. There are Scriptures that will meet your need more at one particular time than another. Why? God’s Word is alive!

V. The Holy Spirit Will Bring to Your Mind a Promise from God’s Word if You Are in God’s Word and in God’s Will
John 14:26
But the Comforter, which is the Holy Ghost, whom the Father will send in my name, he shall teach you all things, and bring all things to your remembrance, whatsoever I have said unto you.
The Holy Spirit works through the Holy Scriptures. That is why it is vital that you open the pages of the Bible every day, and allow God to speak to you. That is why you should be in Bible Study and Sunday School to hear and read the scriptures so that God may speak to you and through his promises. I am amazed each day that what I read is exactly what I need for that day. Also, the Holy Spirit will sometimes impress me to seek out a Scripture, or God will use someone to prompt me to look for a promise.

VI. Stand on God’s Promises, Not on Your Feelings or Circumstances
You cannot trust your feelings; they are constantly changing. Trusting your circumstances can discourage you. God’s promises are designed to help you live above your circumstances, not below them. Stop looking around at what is going on in your life and start looking in God’s Word so you can look up to Him, knowing that His Word never changes as do your feelings and circumstances.

VII. Only Faith Can Activate the Promises of God
You have to believe what God said:
Hebrews 11:6 But without faith it is impossible to please him: for he that cometh to God must believe that he is, and that he is a rewarder of them that diligently seek him.
Faith doesn’t focus on “How,” it focuses on “Who.” Faith is persistently hanging onto God’s Word even when it seems like God is not at work. Faith looks at God and browses at the circumstances. We get in trouble when we look at our circumstances and peek at God.

VIII. Get Ready for a Test
A test of your faith will come.
You cannot escape it.
God wants to use that test to strengthen you, not to defeat you.
When that happens,
Hold on to God. If not, Satan will turn God’s helpful test into a overpowering temptation.
The test determines how much you believe God.
Be prepared for the “What If’s”—“What if it doesn’t happen?”
“What if God doesn’t come through?”
“What if He doesn’t come through in time?”—and keep standing!

IX. Give It Time
X. Pay Attention to the Conditions
Most of God’s promises have conditions, strings attached. Meeting the conditions is essential for God to do what He promised. God will only do what He can do when you do what He told you that you must do. Ask yourself, “What is God requiring me to do in order for Him to work?”
XI. Look to God, Not to Anyone or Anything Else as Your Source
XII. Claim These Promises Regularly
Promises of Peace and Comfort
Isaiah 26:3 
"You will keep in perfect peace those whose minds are steadfast because they trust in you."
Matthew 11:28 
"Come to me, all you who are weary and burdened, and I will give you rest."
John 14:27 
"Peace I leave with you; my peace I give you. I do not give to you as the world gives. Do not let your hearts be troubled and do not be afraid."

Promises of Guidance and Wisdom

"But you will receive power when the Holy Spirit comes on you; and you will be my witnesses in Jerusalem, and in all Judea and Samaria, and to the ends of the earth."

"For God has not given us a spirit of fear, but of power and of love and of a sound mind."

Conclusion
As we've journeyed through the Bible, we've discovered the incredible depth and breadth of God's promises. Each verse we've pondered serves as a reassurance that His word is unchanging, His promises are steadfast, and His love is boundless. Just like the Israelites in the land of Egypt, we too may find ourselves in places of despair, feeling enslaved to our circumstances or to sin. Yet, the promises of God, especially His promise of salvation, assure us of His perpetual presence, His abiding love, and His redeeming power.
Remember John 3:16, "For God so loved the world that He gave His one and only Son, that whoever believes in Him shall not perish but have eternal life." This promise, more than any other, is a gift of hope, love, and eternity, freely offered to all who believe. In the face of God's promises, let us not falter but let our hearts be strong, embracing His words, and allowing His promises to fill our lives with hope, courage, and faith.


1. The Promise of Salvation

2. The Promise of Forgiveness When a Christian Sins

3. The Promise of God Working Even through Trying Situations
Romans 8:28 – And we know that all things work together for good to them that love God, to them who are the called according to his purpose.

4. The Promise of Answered Prayer
Matthew 7:7-8 – “Ask, and it shall be given you; seek, and ye shall find; knock, and it shall be opened unto you: 8 For every one that asketh receiveth; and he that seeketh findeth; and to him that knocketh it shall be opened.
I John 5:14-15 – And this is the confidence that we have in him, that, if we ask any thing according to his will, he heareth us: 15 And if we know that he hear us, whatsoever we ask, we know that we have the petitions that we desired of him.
John 15:7 –  If ye abide in me, and my words abide in you, ye shall ask what ye will, and it shall be done unto you.

5. The Promise of Overcoming
I Corinthians 10:13 – No temptation has overtaken you but such as is common to man; and God is faithful, who will not allow you to be tempted beyond what you are able, but with the temptation will provide the way of escape also, so that you will be able to endure it.

6. The Promise of His Presence
Hebrews 13:5 – Make sure that your character is free from the love of money, being content with what you have; for He Himself has said, “I WILL NEVER DESERT YOU, NOR WILL I EVER FORSAKE YOU,”
7. The Promise to Meet your Needs
Philippians 4:19 – And my God will supply all your needs according to His riches in glory in Christ Jesus.

8. The Promise of a Future
Jeremiah 29:11 –  For I know the thoughts that I think toward you, saith the Lord, thoughts of peace, and not of evil, to give you an expected end.
9. The Promise of Peace in the Midst of a Storm
John 14:27 – Peace I leave with you; My peace I give to you; not as the world gives do I give to you. Do not let your heart be troubled, nor let it be fearful.
John 16: 33 These things I have spoken unto you, that in Me ye might have peace. In the world you have tribulation; but be of good cheer; I have overcome the world.”

10. The Promise of Heaven
John 14:1-2 – Let not your heart be troubled: ye believe in God, believe also in me.  2 In my Father’s house are many mansions: if it were not so, I would have told you. I go to prepare a place for you.
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
